ORDER OF POLICE LABOR COUNCIL (IFOPLC)

Chairman of the Executive Board of the Labor Council

The elected Chairperson of the Executive Board of the Labor Council (IFOPLC), subject to § 2 of
this Article, shall have voice and vote and sit on the Executive Board of the Illinois Fraternal Order
of Police State Lodge.

Duties
The Chairman of the Labor Council Executive Board shall be a liaison between the Labor Council
and the State Lodge.

FOP Membership

The Chairman of the Labor Council Executive Board shall only serve on the Executive Board of
the FOP State Lodge so long as he/she is a FOP member in good standing with his/her Illinois
State Lodge.

No Duplication of Office
In the event that an elected or appointed member of the Executive Board of the State Fraternal Order
of Police is also the Chairman of the Executive Board of the Illinois Fraternal Order of Police Labor

Council, then the position in this article shall not be filed.

Oath of Office
The Chairman of the Executive Board of the Labor Council shall take the oath of Office at the next
regular scheduled State Board Meeting of the State Lodge, after he/she/ has been elected to their

position in accordance with the By—laws of the Labor Council.

Statement shall solely address the issue of whether due

process was afforded at the Subordinate Lodge Level.

C. The Special Committee shall review the written
statement of the Appellant and shall allow the Appellant 1

hour before the Special Committee for oral argument.

D. The Special Committee shall report to the Board of
Directors the finding of the Special Committee and shall
recommend that the Board of Directors take any action

authorized under Article 21.

E. The procedures specified in paragraphs 1 through 4
hereinabove shall apply to any subsequent appeal to the
biennial ~ conference except that the findings and
recommendations of the Special Committee shall be made
to the Conference Delegates for a final determination of

the appeal’
